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Dear Parents and Carers, 
Welcome back to a new school year! We hope you have all had a fun-filled summer holiday. Please find below a summary of Year 6’s main learning areas for this term along with some general reminders. 
 
English 
The children’s learning this term will be focussed on the texts ‘Young Gifted and Black’ followed by ‘Race to the Frozen North’. First, we will look at using devices to build cohesion within and across paragraphs. We will achieve this through using adverbials of time, place and manner. We will begin to explore Year 6 punctuation including parenthesis. We will be focussing on using relative clauses to expand our sentences. We will have a series of mini-writes that will build to our final piece which will take the form of a diary entry which we will explore a range of skills, including: expanded noun phrases to convey information concisely; link ideas using a wider range of cohesive devices; integrate dialogue to convey character and advance actions.  
 
Before we focus our learning on a text type, the children will also be developing their Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar (SPaG) skills. Not only will we look at how to use a colon to intrude a list and punctuate bullet points consistently. We will also recap key terminology that will feed all aspects of our curriculum. 
 
Maths 
We begin the school year focussing on place value in Maths and will move on to further enhance our understanding of multiplication and division. In this unit pupils will extend their understanding of formal calculation strategies to multiply and divide by 2-digit numbers, explaining when other strategies are more efficient.

Homework 
Spellings we will upload the words that we are focussing on weekly to dojo for you to look at and practise with your child. Please note there will be no formal spelling test as we will be assessing through application of rules in lessons. 
 
For Maths homework, the children need to complete 15 minutes TT rock stars (https://ttrockstars.com/) each week. In addition, children are required to practise multiplication tables and division facts to aid rapid recall. Every week there will be an informal check as part of the maths lesson. 
In Year 6, children need to read for the equivalent of at least 15 minutes every school night (it might be that some nights they read more than other nights) and complete 5 reads and a book talk. They need to complete their reading record each time they read. We would very much appreciate you listening to your child read and discussing their book with them. The children (or parent) should write a comment in their book and we request that you sign your child’s reading record book too. This will really help them to progress in reading and writing. We will be checking your child’s reading diary regularly throughout the week. The children will then quiz on AR (accelerated reader) where we can track their comprehension progress. It is also very beneficial for parents to ask simple retrieval questions from the text.
In Year 6, children will be given extra homework linked with Maths and Grammar which is completed online. Further details will be provided to parents via Dojo.
P.E. 
Year 6 will have PE on a Wednesday (outdoors) However, other sessions may arise throughout the week so please ensure your child always has their PE kit in school and are prepared for the unpredictable winter weather. PE kit is a plain white t-shirt or polo shirt, black or navy shorts, black or navy tracksuit bottoms and an outdoor jumper (when the weather requires it), outdoor trainers (these must be different shoes to the ones your child wears to school) and a water bottle. 
 
Science   
 
To begin with, Year 6 are learning about the human body. We start by learning about the circulatory system and the importance of the heart, as well as the different parts and their functions. We will move on to learning about the function of different blood cells, the blood and carry out a range of investigations around pulse and the effects of exercise. We will apply a range of writing skills through our experiments and model our learning disposition of collaborative.
