Welcome back , we hope you have had a good break. The Summer Term is a memorable and meaningful final chapter for our Year 6 pupils. They are approaching their SATs with determination and maturity, showing real pride in their learning and supporting one another throughout. We are incredibly proud of the effort, resilience and positivity they demonstrate.
During the lead‑up to SATs, Year 6 will be revising all key areas of the curriculum to ensure pupils feel confident and well prepared. We will continue to have outdoor PE every Thursday, and swimming lessons will begin on 22nd April, taking place each Wednesday until 1st July. In the afternoons, pupils will continue their foundation subjects, including Science, where they will further explore Forces and Space. Once SATs are completed, the focus will shift to the exciting end‑of‑year activities: rehearsing and performing the production, taking part in sports events, enjoying enrichment opportunities and beginning transition visits in preparation for secondary school.
Science 
Year 6 will be exploring the wonders of space and deepening their understanding of our Solar System. Pupils will learn about the geocentric and heliocentric models, the shapes and movements of celestial bodies, and how gravity keeps planets and moons in orbit. They will investigate the Moon’s phases, discover how day and night and the seasons occur, and explore how a sundial can be used to measure time. The class will also look at the role of satellites and discuss the growing issue of space junk. Alongside this knowledge, pupils will develop their scientific enquiry skills by posing testable questions, using models, recording data, drawing accurate diagrams, calibrating sundials and analysing temperature patterns to make predictions about Earth’s future climate.

Year 6 SATs Maths Recap Overview

In preparation for the SPaG assessments, Year 6 will revisit key grammar, punctuation and spelling skills to ensure pupils feel confident, accurate and ready to apply their knowledge independently. Revision will focus on strengthening understanding, improving technical accuracy and practising a wide range of question types.
Grammar
· Identifying and using word classes (nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, determiners)
· Recognising and forming different sentence types (statements, questions, commands, exclamations)
· Using expanded noun phrases for detail and precision
· Understanding and applying verb tenses, including progressive and perfect forms

 Year 6 SATs Reading Recap Overview
In the lead‑up to the Reading SAT, Year 6 will revisit key comprehension skills to help pupils read with confidence, accuracy and deeper understanding. Revision will focus on developing strategies for tackling a range of texts and question types, while building stamina for the timed assessment.
Reading Comprehension Skills
· Retrieving key information from fiction, non‑fiction and poetry
· Making inferences using evidence from the text
· Summarising main ideas across paragraphs
· Identifying themes, messages and author intent
· Understanding vocabulary in context and exploring word meaning
· Explaining how language, structure and layout contribute to meaning
· Comparing characters, events and viewpoints
Text Types
Pupils will practise reading a wide variety of texts, including:
· Fiction (narratives, adventure, historical, contemporary)
· Non‑fiction (reports, explanations, biographies)
· Poetry (narrative poems, free verse, structured forms)
This helps them become familiar with different styles, tones and levels of complexity.
Question Types
Children will revisit the full range of SATs question formats, such as:
· Multiple choice
· Short written answers
· Evidence‑based responses
· Explanation and justification questions
· True/false and matching tasks
Test Strategies
· Building reading stamina for longer texts
· Skimming and scanning for key information
· Annotating and tracking ideas across paragraphs
· Managing time effectively during the test
· Using evidence to support answers clearly and concisely
